Thank you for your interest in the Kentucky Court of Justice and its annual report for 
Fiscal Year 2023 (July 1, 2022-June 30, 2023).  

The Administrative Office of the Courts is required by state law – KRS 27A.460, KRS 
27A.470 and KRS 27A.440 – to issue an annual report. The report is to include statistics 
for all 120 counties on the outcome of felony arrests in these categories: 

• Conviction percentages  
• Percentages of fines, imprisonment or other penalty assessment  
• Percentage of acquittals  
• Percentage of dismissals  
• Percentage of pleas as charges  
• Percentage of pleas to reduce charges  
• Percentage of disposition to guilty as charged by trial  
• Percentage of those found guilty of lesser charge by trial  
• Percentage of jury trials  
• Percentage of bench trials  
• The number of juvenile offenders tried as adults  
• Shock probation by disposition type

The statistics are derived from the AOC’s CourtNet database and were accurate as of the 
date they were compiled for the report. Due to ongoing cases, the statistics will change. 
CourtNet is constantly updated with new information. To request current data for Fiscal

In addition to the required data, this report contains information regarding the payment of 
fines, court costs, restitution and other court-ordered monetary penalties, as well as 
background information on the Kentucky court system. 
 
About the Kentucky Court of Justice 
You can find comprehensive information about the state court system on the Kentucky 
Court of Justice website and a description of the trial and appellate courts below. 
 
There are four levels of Kentucky state courts. The two trial courts, Circuit Court and 
District Court, first hear the facts and issue judgments on those facts. Judicial circuits and 
districts vary in size and number of judges based on population and caseload.

The two appellate courts, the Supreme Court and Court of Appeals, may be asked to 
review the judgment of a lower court to see if a mistake was made. An appeals court 
generally cannot hear any new evidence and must rule on what was presented to the trial 
court. Citizens have the right to one appeal per lawsuit. Beyond this one appeal as a  
“matter of right,” further appeals are discretionary and the appellate court may refuse to 
review such cases. 
 
District Court has limited jurisdiction and handles city and county ordinances, traffic 
offenses, non-contested probate matters, felony preliminary hearings and civil cases 
involving $5,000 or less. Juvenile Court is a division of District Court and hears cases 
involving children under age 18 regarding guardianship, conservatorship, voluntary or 
involuntary commitment, child abuse and neglect, and domestic violence. Small Claims 
Court is also a division of District Court and is an informal, inexpensive means for people 
to file claims in disputes that involve $2,500 or less. Appeals from District Court 
decisions are made to the local Circuit Court. District judges serve four-year terms. 
 
Circuit Court is the court of general jurisdiction and can hear all types of cases unless 
the General Assembly has given exclusive jurisdiction of particular kinds of cases to 
another court to handle, such as District Court. Circuit Court hears civil matters involving 
more than $5,000, capital offenses and felonies, divorces, adoptions, termination of 
parental rights, real property title disputes and contested probate matters. Circuit Court 
has the power to issue injunctions and writs of mandamus and prohibition to compel or 
prohibit acts, and to hear appeals from District Court and administrative agencies. 
Appeals from the Circuit Court are made to the Court of Appeals. Circuit judges serve 
eight-year terms.  
 
Family Court is a division of Circuit Court. In counties that have a Family Court, the 
court has primary jurisdiction in cases involving families and children. Family Court 
hears cases involving dissolution of marriage; spousal support and equitable distribution; 
child support and visitation; paternity; adoption; domestic violence; dependency, neglect 
and abuse; termination of parental rights; and runaways and truancy. Appeals from 
Family Court are made to the Court of Appeals. Family Court judges serve eight-year 
terms.  
 
The Kentucky Court of Appeals is the lower appellate court. With a few exceptions, 
most cases appealed from Circuit Court go to the Court of Appeals. The Court of Appeals 
also handles appeals of a Circuit Court decision on a District Court judgment. The case is 
not retried at the appeals level. Instead, the original trial record is reviewed, with 
attorneys presenting the legal issues to the Court of Appeals for a decision.  
  
Fourteen judges, two elected from each of the seven appellate districts, serve for eight-
year terms. Court of Appeals judges are divided into panels of three to review and decide 
cases, with the majority deciding the outcome. The panels do not sit permanently in one 
location but move around the state to hear appeals. The Court of Appeals occasionally 
publishes its rulings on cases, which means that those rulings become the governing case 
law for all future similar cases in Kentucky. 
 
The Supreme Court of Kentucky is the state court of last resort and the final interpreter 
of Kentucky law. The Supreme Court may order a ruling or opinion to be published, 
which means the ruling becomes the case law governing all similar future cases in 



Kentucky. Appeals involving the death penalty, life imprisonment or imprisonment for 
20 years or more go directly from Circuit Court to the Supreme Court. 
 
All other appeals must first be heard by the Court of Appeals, except those so exceptional 
that the Supreme Court will grant a request to bypass the Court of Appeals. Appeals from 
the Court of Appeals, except workers’ compensation appeals, reach the Supreme Court 
only with the court’s permission. The justices convene in Frankfort in most months to 
hear oral arguments. 
 
Seven justices sit on the Supreme Court and all seven justices rule on appeals before the 
court. The justices are elected from seven Supreme Court districts and serve eight-year 
terms. A chief justice, chosen for a four-year term by his or her fellow justices, is the 
administrative head of the state court system and is responsible for its operation. In 
addition, the Supreme Court establishes rules of practice and procedure for all Kentucky 
judges and attorneys.  
 
Clerks of Court 
 
Appellate Court Clerks. The Supreme Court and Court of Appeals have clerks of court 
who are appointed to their positions and are responsible for the custody, control and 
storage of all appellate records. 
  
Trial Court Clerks. At the trial court level, circuit court clerks are elected officials of 
the court and are responsible for the custody, control and safe storage of Circuit Court 
and District Court records. Circuit court clerks also receive lawsuits and court documents, 
are present during trials, schedule juries, receive fines and handle bond money. One 
circuit court clerk is elected in each of Kentucky’s 120 counties. Circuit court clerks 
serve for a term of six years. 
 
Administrative Office of the Courts 
The AOC at 1001 Vandalay Drive in Frankfort, Ky., is the administrative arm of the state 
court system and supports the activities of nearly 3,300 court system employees and 413 
elected justices, judges and circuit court clerks. The AOC is the fiscal agent for the court 
system and executes the Judicial Branch budget.

Statistics Overall Description  

KRS 27A.460 requires the Administrative Office of the Courts to issue an annual report with 
information statewide and for each county on the outcome of felony arrests.1 This report should 
include totals and percentages for convictions, acquittals and dismissals; percentages of fines, 
imprisonment, or other penalty assessment; percentages of any pleas as charges or to reduce 
charges; percentage of disposition to guilty as charged by trial, of those found guilty of lesser charge 
by trial, and the percentage of jury trials and bench trials and the number of juvenile offenders tried 
as an adult.2  KRS 27A.440 requires information on shock probation to be included in the annual 
report.3 
 
CourtNet, which provides a summary of cases statewide, was queried for charges disposed 7/1/2022 
through 6/30/2023 in Circuit Court Criminal (CR) cases. This query included charges disposed by 
charge disposition type code, charges convicted by highest penalty type including plea information, 
cases by trial type, shock probation by disposition type, and charges disposed in youthful offender 
cases.

Youthful Offenders 
Circuit Criminal (CR) cases filed against minor defendants over 10 years old and less than 18 years old at 
the point of the earliest indicated charge date.  A defendant in a Circuit Criminal case is determined to 
be less than 18 years old as of the filing date of the earliest charge in the case. The charge filing date is 
sometimes entered to reflect the filing of the original charge, but other times may be entered as the 
date of the indictment or data entry. As such, some minors may turn 18 before the indictment or data 
entry date for these charges, and any such minors are not captured in this data set. No other datapoints 
are available for the identification of youthful offender indictments.

This report repeats a sequence of four pages statewide and then for each county in alphabetical order 
and includes: 

• Felony level offenses that have not been amended, felony level offenses that have been 
amended to felony, and misdemeanor level offenses amended up to a felony level, and   

• Felony amended to Non-Felony - includes misdemeanor and felony amended down to a lower 
offense.  

 
This report excludes:

• Case Type Code:  Drug Court (Originating Disposition Diversion) (DCTD) 
• Amended charge disposition type codes: Amended Down by Circuit Court (ACC), Amended 

Down (AD), Amended Down by Grand Jury (AGJ), Amended (AMEND), Amended Up (AU), 
Amended Up by Grand Jury (AUGJ) 

• Post-disposition charges, such as violation of parole, are excluded. Please see the attached 
Supplemental List of Excluded Offenses. 
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Page 1: Provides a cross table with a count of charges and a distinct count of cases grouped by Felony 
and Felony amended to Non-Felony.  The horizontal bar chart provides felony level charges disposed 
within Circuit Criminal (CR) cases by charge disposition type category.   
 

 
Page 2: Provides a cross table of the convicted charges, percent of charges and the distinct count of 
cases sorted by the highest sentence penalty for each of the convicted charges (Guilty, Guilty – 
Multiple Counts, Pre-payable Citation – Paid, Guilty – Sealed Sentence or Enhanced).   
 
The cross table provides the count of charges and distinct count of cases grouped by Felony and 
Felony amended to Non-Felony.  The horizontal bar chart provides felony level charges disposed 
within Circuit Criminal (CR) cases by charge disposition type category.  
 
A sentence may have more than one penalty, this table reports the charge by the first penalty criterion 
satisfied in the hierarchy below:

Page 3: The cross table provides the count of charges and distinct count of cases grouped by Felony 
and Felony amended to Non-Felony.  The horizontal bar chart provides felony level charges disposed 
within Circuit Criminal (CR) cases by charge disposition type category.   
 
Count of Distinct Cases per Trial Type. 

• Case is counted as Court Trial if all charges within case were disposed by court trial. 
• Case is counted as Jury Trial if all charges within case were disposed by jury. 
• Case is counted in Mixed Trial type category if some charges were disposed by court, jury or no 

trial. 
• Case is counted in No Trial category if all charges within case had No Trial marked or were 

blank. 
 

The cross table at the bottom of the page provides the shock probation offenses by charge disposition 
type.  When a Motion for Shock Probation is filed, a charge screen is added into the circuit criminal 
case with the appropriate UOR code (listed below) for shock probation. When a signed judgment or 
order is received, the added charge is then closed by completing the charge disposition date and 
charge disposition type. 
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Page 4:   The cross table provides the number of youthful offenders tried as adults KRS 27A.460(11) 
grouped by charge level (Felony vs. Felony amended to Non-felony).  The horizontal bar chart and 
cross table located on the bottom of the page provides the offenses disposed within the youthful 
offender cases by charge disposition category.   
 
Note: Circuit Criminal (CR) cases filed against minor defendants over 10 years old and less than 18 years 
old at the point of the earliest indicated charge date.  A defendant in a Circuit Criminal case is 
determined to be less than 18 years old as of the filing date of the earliest charge in the case. The 
charge filing date is sometimes entered to reflect the filing of the original charge, but other times may 
be entered as the date of the indictment or data entry. As such, some minors may turn 18 before the 
indictment or data entry date for these charges, and any such minors are not captured in this data set. 
No other datapoints are available for the identification of youthful offender indictments. 
 
Statistical Analysis Considerations: 
 These statistics represent a snapshot in time as of the date the data was queried: 7/13/2023.  
 The sentence information in this report represents only the sentence ordered for that charge and 

does not provide the overall punishment for the case or the individual.  
 Sentence time entered represents the sentence ordered by the court. Subsequent modifications by 

the Department of Corrections to length of incarceration is not reflected in this report. 
 A case may consist of one or multiple charges. The report’s count of cases represents a distinct 

count of case numbers, regardless of the number of charges within the case. 
 Counts of cases do not necessarily represent counts of unique individuals.  
 Charges consist of all original and amended charges within a case.

Charge Level Categorizes the charge(s)/offense(s) according to severity for 
the purposes of sentencing.  The charge level is determined by 
the UOR’s ASCF code. Charge levels are reported as the 
following:  

• Felony – Felonies are the most serious types of crimes, 
punishable by prison sentences of greater than one year.  

• Misdemeanor – Misdemeanors are more serious than 
violations, punishable by up to a year in jail time.  
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• Violation – Violations are the least serious type of crime, 
usually involving a citation with a penalty of a fine. 
However, possible other potential penalties may 
be involved.  

• Local Ordinance – Violation level offenses defined by 
county or city ordinance rather than statewide statute. 

• Other – offenses created for administrative purposes are 
listed as Other.  

 Charge Class The penalty class of a single charge. The penalty class indicates 
gradations of penalty severity within each Level defined by the 
period of imprisonment. 
 

• Class A Felony: 20 years or greater. All capital offenses are 
also Class A Felonies. 

• Class B Felony: Ten years or greater and less than 20 years. 
• Class C Felony: Five years or greater and less than ten 

years. 
• Class D Felony: One year or greater and less than five years. 
• Class A Misdemeanor: 90 Days or greater and less than one 

year. 
• Class B Misdemeanor: Less than 90 days. 

 
The Class X is used to indicate any offense with unknown or 
ambiguous Class within the specified Level. 
 
In this report, any charge of a penalty level less than a felony is 
reported as Charge Class Other.

When a person who has been convicted of an offense or who has 
entered a plea of guilty to an offense is not sentenced to 
imprisonment, the court may impose another sentence penalty 
including: 
 
Alternative Home Incarceration:  The use of a monitoring device to 
facilitate the individual's ability to maintain gainful employment or 
to participate in programs approved as a condition of his or her 
incarceration, or both, using the person's home for purposes of 
confinement. 
 
Probation: The individual may be sentenced to a period of 
unsupervised or supervised probation, during which they are 
expected to comply with rules and requirements imposed by the 
court or by a probation officer. Probation may involve a condition 
of a short amount of incarceration (such as weekends in jail), 
confinement in a halfway house, or home detention.   
 
Conditionally Discharged: Sentence time may be conditionally 
discharged. The court may modify or alter the conditions if the 
defendant commits an additional offense or violates a condition, 
revoke the sentence at any time prior to the expiration or 
termination of the period of conditional discharge. 
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Restitution: Money owed to a victim of an offense to compensate 
for damages caused by the defendant.  Restitution may be ordered 
as part of a sentence, and in some types of cases, is mandatory (see 
KRS 532.032) 
 
Alcohol Drug Education (ADE):  In addition to any other penalty 
prescribed, the court may sentence the person to attend an alcohol 
or substance abuse education or treatment program.  
 
Community Service: The court may order the individual to 
participate in unpaid work in local community instead of sentence 
time. 
 
State Traffic School (STS):  A program offered by the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet for only those who have a Kentucky driver’s 
license.  Completing the State Traffic School program avoids points 
assessed on a driver’s license and is a plea of guilt, to the charge.
