e The number of juveniles charged with gun-possession

The charges that went along with their gun possession charge

Has this number changed significantly over time or not at all

The ages of youth, along with the youngest age

The race of the youth (what role does race play in representation of charges)

Complaints were compiled from AOC CDWCMS, the case management and information system used
by AOC Court Designated Workers (CDW), limited to complaints filed with the specified offenses of
possession of gun (see supplemental list below) from January 1, 2015 through November 16, 2022.
The statistics are sorted by the specific counties of Fayette and Jefferson, then the remaining counties
Statewide.
