On January 10, 2023, Jason Riley, a report with WDRB, requested from Research and Statistics the 
rate of juvenile delinquency cases for the calendar years of 2013 through 2022, statewide and by 
county.

• Delinquency cases disposed by charge level F/M disposed and how many found delinquent 
• Youthful Offender cases filed by charge level 

 
CDW, which provides a summary of complaints, was queried for felony and misdemeanor charges 
within complaints filed, January 1, 2013 through December 31, 2022, statewide.  
 
CourtNet, which provides a summary of cases, was queried for felony and misdemeanor charges 
within juvenile delinquency cases filed and cases disposed from January 1, 2013 to December 31, 
2022.  An additional query was made for the felony and misdemeanor charges within circuit criminal 
youthful offender* cases filed during that same timeframe. 
 
*A defendant in a Circuit Criminal case is determined to be less than 18 years old as of the filing date of 
the earliest charge in the case. The charge filing date is sometimes entered to reflect the filing of the 
original charge, but other times may be entered as the date of the indictment or data entry. As such, 
some minors may turn 18 before the indictment or data entry date for these charges, and any such 
minors are not captured in this data set. No other datapoints are available for the identification of 
youthful offender indictments.
