Statistics Request Overall Description

The Department of Corrections requested a report of the number of interviews and time in custody
during the most recent 12-month period of normal operation along with indications of release
decision and outcome. PRIM, the information system used by Pretrial Services, was queried for
interviews in which pretrial custody ended from January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021.

Additional information is provided about factors other than judicial decision holding defendants in
custody for those interviews in which the defendant was detained until the disposition of all cases of
a given jurisdiction.

A pretrial interview may apply to multiple cases simultaneously and may receive one or more release
decisions over time. The most recent release decision and outcome for any related case is reported
for each interview uniquely for each jurisdiction (Circuit and District Court). If a single interview has at
least one Circuit case and at least one District case, release decisions, release outcomes, and time in
custody will be reported separately for each jurisdiction. A defendant is not considered released
unless they are indicated as released on ALL cases of that jurisdiction included in an interview. For
instance, a defendant may receive a recognizance bond for a case with minor charges but remain in
custody on cash bail on a separate case.

This report contains a total of 3 pages.

The first page of this report includes the number of pretrial interviews grouped by release decision
and release outcome.

The second page includes the median days in pretrial custody for these interviews grouped by release
decision and release outcome.

The third page of this report includes a combination of the number of pretrial interviews and the
median days in pretrial custody for only those interviews having a release outcome of Indictment or
Detained Until Disposition. It is grouped by holder reason and case category.

Each page includes two cross-tabulations. The first table is grouped by Release Decision and Release
Outcome, including totals for each. The second table includes these groupings and is additionally
grouped by jurisdiction and the most serious charge in any case applicable to the pretrial interview
(Felony, Misdemeanor, Violation, Other).

Statistical Analysis Considerations:

The statistics presented in the attached tables are a snapshot in time as of the date the data
was queried: 1/12/2022.

An individual defendant may be involved in multiple interviews during the time frame.

Each interview may involve multiple cases.

Multiple bonds may be issued for a single case, and only the most recent bond for any case
applicable to each interview reported.

A defendant is reported as released from pretrial custody once release is indicated for all
cases pertaining to the same pretrial interview.

Counts of interviews count each interview only once. A single interview may have separate
Release Decisions and Outcomes in Circuit and District Court. The same interview may
appear in more than one subtotal within a table but will never be counted more than once in
any cell, subtotal, or grand total.

Time in custody is evaluated separately for interviews that have custody for both District and
Circuit cases.

Interviews with indictment summons do not return to custody following the indictment and
are excluded from measurement of time in custody.

Release Decision The type of bond for the most recent release decision in any
case applicable to each interview for a given jurisdiction is
reported according to the following categories:

Administrative Release: Defendants assessed as low or
moderate risk; not charged with offenses identified as public
safety concerns, contempt, probation violation, bail jumping,
the violation of a protection order, and who have not
previously violated a condition of pretrial release or failed to
appear in court may be released on their own recognizance
without a bond hearing. The use of this option was
discretionary per judge as of 11/1/2015 and became
mandatory statewide on 1/1/2017.

Non-Financial Bond: Types of release that do not include
conditional forfeiture.

No Judicial Presentation: No bond hearing occurred for this
case. This typically happens in District Court cases disposed
very quickly, or Circuit Court cases for which a previous bond
with release conditions already exists for one or more District
Court cases.

Release Not Offered: Indicates that the defendant had a
bond hearing and was not offered any pretrial release.

Release Outcome An indication of the manner in which a defendant was
released from pretrial custody:

e Administrative Release: Released with
Administrative Release as described above.

e Non-Financial Release: Released via Non-Financial
Bond as described above.

¢ Financial Release: Released via Financial Bond as
described above.

e 60-Day Rule: Released after 60 days of pretrial
custody on a District Court case. Cases released in
this manner are reported according to the release
decision category of the prior bond on which the
defendant was held in pretrial custody, though
release by the 60-Day Rule is considered non-
financial release.

e Indictment Summons: Indicates that a defendant
already released on a District Felony case was not
brought back into custody following an indictment,
but that the same release conditions were
maintained by the Circuit Court and the defendant
was issued a summons.

e Indictment: Indicates that pretrial custody on one or
more District cases ended with an indictment to
Circuit Court while the defendant was in pretrial
custody.

e Detained Until Disposition: Without being given
pretrial release, the defendant was released upon the
disposition of all cases in this interview from a given
jurisdiction.

e Transfer: Indicates that pretrial custody for all cases
of a given jurisdiction related to this interview had
pretrial custody end when the defendant was
transferred to another secure facility or to a
substance use treatment facility.

e Escape/Error: Indicates that a defendant was
released in error or escaped.

Indicates the Jurisdiction and the most serious charge of any
case applicable to the pretrial interview. Charge levels include
Felony, Misdemeanor or Other.

The factor other than judicial decision, if any, that holds a
defendant in pretrial custody for a given interview. If a
defendant is held by multiple factors, the most serious reason
is reported per the hierarchy below:

e Federal Inmate

e State Inmate

e Parole

e Probation

e County Inmate

e Contempt

e Non-Payment of Fines / Restitution

e Other

The number of distinct pretrial interviews. The pretrial
interview is the central data unit used in PRIM, capturing any
data related to a discrete period of pretrial custody for a
single defendant, which may apply to one or more cases. A
single defendant may have multiple pretrial interviews during
any given period of time. Release decisions, release
outcomes, and measurements of time in custody are
captured separately for each jurisdiction (Circuit and District
Court) for any interview including at least one case from each
jurisdiction.
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Median Days in The median number of days between the earliest booking
Custody date and most recent release date for any cases of a given
jurisdiction related to each pretrial interview.
