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Statistics Request Overall Description

On April 27, 2023, the National Center for State Courts requested a report comparing the Pretrial
Success Rate for cases receiving Financial Release to those Receiving Non-Financial Release among
those cases released during Calendar Years (CY) 2021 and 2022.

PRIM, the information system used by Pretrial Services, was queried for interview, case, charge, bond,
appearance, and safety data for any case in which the most recently set bond resulted in pretrial
release from 1/1/2021 through 2022.

Statistical Report (23_PINS8005)

The report consists of four pages. The first two pages focus on Pretrial Appearance rates and the last
two pages focus on Pretrial Safety rates. Each pair of pages consists of a page including bar chart
visualizations and a page including cross-tabulations. The bar chart visualizations present the
percentage among cases released with or without Pretrial Success (having no Failures to Appear /
Arrests on New Offense during pretrial release). Each page of visualizations contains two charts. The
chart on the top compares the percentage of Pretrial Success between cases with Financial or Non-
Financial Release and cases with or without charges that are considered violent by the Arnold
Ventures Public Safety Assessment?. The chart on the bottom compares the percentage of Pretrial
Success between cases with Financial or Non-Financial Release and Charge Group. The pages
including cross-tabulations present the same percentages as well as counts of cases, sub-totals, and
grand totals.

Statistical Analysis Considerations:
> These statistics represent a snapshot in time of the data as it existed on the date the report
was generated (5/17/2023).
> Statistics in this report reflect numbers and percentages of cases entered in PRIM. A single
pretrial interview (i.e., period in custody and subsequent release) may involve multiple cases
and a single defendant may have multiple pretrial interviews during a given period of time.
> Some of those cases with pretrial release during CY 2021-2022 may still be pending.

Indicates whether the defendant associated with

a case complied with standard pretrial release
conditions (make all scheduled court

appearances and not violate any laws).

Indicates whether the defendant associated with

a case had at least one related court appearance

in PRIM indicating a Failure to Appear. This is

limited to failures to appear during a period of
pretrial release.

Indicates whether the defendant associated with

a case had at least one pretrial action in PRIM
indicating an arrest on a new offense. This is

limited to arrests on new offenses during a

period of pretrial release.

Indicates whether the reported case includes at least
one charge of an offense that is considered violent by
the Arnold Ventures Public Safety Assessment.
Release Decisions for each case are identified from
the type of the most recent bond set for each case in
the groups described below. This report includes only
Financial and Non-Financial Release.

moderate risk; not charged with offenses identified as
public safety concerns, contempt, probation violation,
bail jumping, the violation of a protection order, and
who have not previously violated a condition of
pretrial release or failed to appear in court may be
released on their own recognizance without a bond
hearing. The use of this option was discretionary per
judge as of 11/1/2015 and became mandatory
statewide on 1/1/2017.

No Judicial Presentation: No bond hearing occurred
for this case. This typically happens in District Court
cases disposed very quickly, or Circuit Court cases for
which a previous bond with release conditions already
exists for one or more District Court cases.

Release Not Offered: Indicates that the defendant
had a bond hearing and was not offered any pretrial
release.

Charge Group Categorizes cases according to their most serious
charge using groups derived from the criminal case
categories prescribed by the Court Statistics Project
(CSP).2 Cases are categorized by the category of the
most serious offense charged according to the
hierarchy defined by CSP.

e Felony - Person / Elder Abuse: Felony
Person or Elder Abuse. Domestic Violence
offenses are not reported separately from
Person offenses.

o Felony — Property: Includes only Felony
Property.

e Felony — Drug: Includes only Felony Drug.

e Felony — Other: All other Felony categories.

e Misdemeanor: All Misdemeanor categories.

e Violation / Other: All Traffic, Parking, and
Local Ordinance categories as well as any
cases including only charges not otherwise
categorized.
